Tim welcomed everyone and conducted the meeting. Tim and Lou passed out copies of all Main Street Beautification invitation suggestions.

Tim reported that the Main Street Beautification participant signs are still not done. Jay Adams said he was unaware of a time frame for completion. He informed Tim that he would try to have them ready in about two weeks.

The committee would like to wait until spring to place any decorations at the welcome sign.

To insure a consensus, the committee members discussed line by line the wording of the Main Street Beautification Inquiry. Lou will type up and email the final draft for approval by the committee.

Debbie asked if the committee would set up a time and date for the property clean up. Bruce said he had issued a time extension. Debbie asked if the committee could provide a dumpster and a backhoe. She would ask family members to help the committee with the clean up project.

Tim asked the committee if anyone had any suggestions for the corner of Main Street and Central. Tim asked Bruce if an ordinance would be required. Bruce informed the committee that enforcement was the real issue. He stated that on Mondays he is usually picking up old yard sale signs. Debbie suggested a digital sign. Debbie suggested speaking with the actual landowner. Bruce stated that the landowner is a Mr. Goldman from California. Tim suggested that the committee write a letter to Mr. Goldman. Tim said the letter should include the purpose of this committee and pictures of some of the welcome sign decorations. Bruce said that Rick Blair has been the local contact for Mr. Goldman in the past. Debbie said she would speak to Mr. Blair.

Mayor Holaway discussed the grant that the town had been awarded. The grant is for planting and maintaining trees on Main Street. Becky suggested shopping locally for plants or trees. Mayor Holaway would like to see a drip system installed on Main Street. Initially the system would be for two blocks on each side of Main Street. Deryl suggested finding out where the water tie ins are so a reasonable choice could be made.  She would like the committee to be involved since this is a match grant any volunteer hours would go towards the grant requirement. The grant ends on September 30th. Most of the work would need to be done in the spring and summer. After a discussion, the committee members decided they would like to participate on this project. Mayor Holaway also asked the committee to help with the centennial project at the gazebo. The committee agreed to help on this project.

The next meeting will be March 1st at 4:15 P.M. at town hall council chamber. Mayor Holaway asked if the committee could meet soon if decisions for the grant need to be made. The committee was agreeable to the request.
